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Standings
• To determine team standing within a league, the 

following procedures shall be used in sequence: 
– Highest number of points. Win = 3 points, Tie = 1 point, Loss = 0 

points. 
– Winner of head-to-head competition (this criterion is not used if 

more than 2 teams are tied). 
– Winner of most games. 
– Goal differential (goals scored minus goals against) in all games, 

with a maximum of a 3-goal differential per game. 
– Most goals scored in all games, with a maximum of 3 goals per 

game. 
– Kicks from the penalty mark. 
• A forfeit in league play will result in a 3-0 score for the 

game and counts as a played game.
